5. Adoption of Minutes: Motion was made by J. Milliard to table the minutes until the next meeting. Second by D. Farrow. All in favor, passed unanimously. 
6. Unfinished Business: 
a. Community Center/Westfield Ave.: T. Mason reports this is a two-phase project: $10,000,000 for renovations for building and an additional $6,000,000 for recreation. The renovations for the building need to take place regardless of recreation decision. Recreation needs would require renovations of floors, cafeteria, theater, office space and additional rooms. T. Mason also shared the importance  of an auxiliary gym in the future. The Veterans Café will also be moving into Westfield. J. Milliard inquired kitchen use and renovations needed. Discussion regarding use of kitchen for events, changes needed to accommodate for bathroom, gym space and usage, and the timeline be for the projects. The town council tabled the project to have time to share information with the community. Discussion on what will happen to the Broad St. location.

a. Playground surfacing: T. Mason reports a quote for under $69,000 has come in. A request for $80,000 has been sent and approved by the fiscal subcommittee and will now go to Town Council for approval. The money will be submitted for loCIP funding.  The repairs will replace rubber material with turf. 
b. Budget: T. Mason reports we have a level budget for the Community Center. There will be a slight increase in the Park budget due to minimum wage increase and an even larger one in the programming budget. We have increased the fee for Campy Wallaby from $495 to $500. The camp is subsidized as department recognizes the need in the community          T. Mason will meet with the Finance Director to discuss the budget. All board members will receive an email copy.
