January 8, 2018 from Michael Santoro, Director of Office of Policy, State of CT, 
Department of Housing advising of a reduction in the RSC Grant amount 
approved for Killingly Housing Authority Elderly Program for year ending June 
30, 2018.  The grant has been reduced from $23,000 to $22,516 due to budget 
restrictions.  The Director once again advised the Board that she continues to 
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perform most of the functions previously completed by the former RSC until one 
is hired.  A portion of the Director’s salary is charged to the RSC account.  A 
discussion of the use of grants received by and for the Housing Authority took 
place. The Board was advised that the position of Staff Attendant/Asst. Resident 
Service Coordinator for Maple Courts II has been filled.  This position became 
available due to the resignation of long-time employee Jacqueline Greene who 
will be sincerely missed by her co-workers and the residents.  Jacqueline was 
hired for her position in Sept., 1993 when Maple Courts II opened.  The Director 
reported on the progress of the on-going rehab construction Project at Maple 
Courts II.  The Director was thanked for her report.

c.  Motion by Roxanne Pappas, seconded by Eileen Page, to authorize the   
   

     Executive Director to proceed with a grant application for the expansion of six 

     apartments at Maple Courts II and to use the $8,000 allocated for elevator  

     repairs at the last meeting to conduct a Phase I Environmental Test and   

     possibly a Phase II Environmental Test if necessary.  The test results must 

     accompany the grant application.  It was not possible to complete the major
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     elevator upgrade planned using Grant proceeds and the $8,000 from the 

     Housing Authority due to the lack of remaining funds within the Grant.
