MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING


The Meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Chairman Jacobi.
1.
Roll Call:  Present was Andrea Jacobi, Roxanne Pappas, Robert Loiselle and Eileen Page. Philip Stedman was absent with notice.  Also present was Carol Greene, Executive Director, Mary Bromm, Town of Killingly, Administrator of Community Development and one guest.

It was moved by Eileen Page, seconded by Robert Loiselle, to approve the


minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Town of Killingly Housing Authority held


on February 20, 2018.  The vote to approve the minutes was unanimous.

It was moved by Roxanne Pappas, seconded by Eileen Page, to approve as presented the Treasurer’s Report for Feb., 2018 for Maple Courts and Birchwood Terrace.  The vote to accept the report passed unanimously.

It was moved by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page, to approve as presented the Treasurer’s Report for Feb., 2018 for Maple Courts II.  Motion was unanimously approved.

It was moved by Eileen Page, seconded by Robert Loiselle, to approve the
Section 8 Financial and Activity Report for Feb., 2018.   Motion was unanimously approved.
 6.        In addition to her written report, the Executive Director discussed the schedule of 
the “Housing Academy” as it pertains to the possible acceptance of an anticipated 
project for additional housing at Birchwood Terrace with a preference for 
Veterans.  As she explained, the Housing Academy does not have the authority to 
either accept or deny an application but they prepare the Housing Authority for 
submission of an impressive application for grants to the State of CT.  In addition, 
she discussed the increasing balance in the Laundry proceeds savings account due 
to the fact that actual expenses are not paid from this account, therefore, it does 
not reflect a true picture.  Only the income is reported.  If she were to transfer 
funds monthly to cover such expenses, the account would very possibly reflect a 
negative balance.  Mrs. Greene requested the rules be suspended to allow Mary 
Bromm to report on the progress of the Maple Court II Rehab Grant.  The Director 
was thanked for her report. 

A motion was made by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page to suspend the 
rules to allow for Mary Bromm’s report.  Motion passed unanimously.
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Mrs. Bromm informed the Board on the progress of the work performed as a 
result of the Small Cities Grant:  Elevator upgrades, installation of a chair-lift 
between the first and second floors, automatic door openers at both the upper and 
lower level entrances of the building as well as HVAC work, new fire alarm 
equipment and new cabinets in all of the apartments.  As she reported, it was a


challenge to accomplish such an extensive project for the residents as well as for 
the staff and the Town officials.


Robert Loiselle thanked Ms. Bromm for all of the work she has done for the


Housing Authority over the years.  Without her contribution of time and effort, 
many upgrades, additions and new installations would not have been 
accomplished.  The entire board echoed his thanks.

a.  Motion by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page, to approve for payment,

     bills numbered 39757 through 39822, EFT and EFTPS for February, 2018
     for Maple Courts and Birchwood Terrace and bills numbered 11141 through

     11157 for the month of February, 2018 for Maple Courts II.  Motion passed    

     unanimously.

b.  Motion by Roxanne Pappas, seconded by Robert Loiselle, to authorize the

     Director to transfer $10,000 from Maple Court/Birchwood Terrace’s   

     Hometown Bank laundry savings account to the Hometown Bank main   

     checking account.  Motion passed unanimously.
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c.  Motion by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page, to authorize the Director

     to increase the cost of the use of washing machines from $.75 to $1.25 and the    

     use of dryers from $.50 to $.75 at all facilities.  This change will be put into 

     effect as soon as the necessary changes have been made to the laundry   

     equipment to accept the additional coins.  Motion passed unanimously. 

d.  Motion by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Roxanne Pappas, to re-allocate the

     $8,000 previously allocated for environmental testing to once again be used

     for additional required upgrades to the elevator.  Motion passed unanimously. 

e.  Motion by Roxanne Pappas, seconded by Eileen Page, to accept the quote
     received from Griggs & Brown to provide rodent control within the heat    

     pumps at Birchwood Terrace.  Two quotes were received, one from Pest Pros  

     in the amount of $4,200 for a one year period and the other from Griggs &
     Brown in the amount of $2,190.14 for the same one year period.  Following the

     first year, Griggs & Brown will charge $93.00 per month and Pest Pros will

     charge $300.00 per month for a total of nine months per year.  Motion passed

     unanimously.
