Progress has been made in retrieving some data from back-up but it is an ongoing project.  The FBI was notified of this crime on April 12, 2018 but has not provided information to enable us to break the code required to successfully retrieve all data.  She also advised the Board that the Town Manager has agreed to allow the Housing Authority to post a housing application on their website.  The Director was thanked for her report.
