The language included in this document has been reviewed from a legal standpoint.  A formal file number has been added to this topic for recording history and management of its contents.  

The Connecticut Siting Council has exclusive jurisdiction over the location and type of electric generating facility, may regulate and restrict the proposed facility, and may modify, confirm, or overrule regulations and restrictions set forth by the Town of Killingly IWWC in full, in part, or not at all.

In Summary, IWWC takes the position that the proposed site development and possible future electric generating facility as presented does not meet certain requirements and criteria of the Inland Wetlands and Watercourses Regulations of the Town of Killingly.

The final IWWC Order of Regulations and Restrictions document has been submitted to the Connecticut Siting Council for consideration.
