A board is currently being formed to discuss the creative seasons. In addition the department may be looking for a seasonal business manager. A search has been put out for interested people to send a letter of intent to join the board. Currently we have received eight responses and are looking to fill 5-7 positions. 
d. Summer program registrations: Numbers continue to be high. Camp Wallaby is full, Big Red, Golf Camp, and Smarts and Smarties are running with great numbers. Our fitness programs, (most of which are outdoors), have phenomenal numbers and the new fun run series is very popular with great attendance. Anthony has worked very hard to ensure the success of this program.

a. Revenue update: T. Mason shared due to the upswing in summer programming we have not only met the revenue expectation for 2016-17 but have surpassed it by approximately $5000. The success of programs is a testament to the recreation staff and our instructors. 
b. Killingly Community Center windows: T. Mason shared the engineering department is drawing a proposal. The department is excited about the window project.
