1. Call to Order:  M. Phillips called the meeting to order at 6:02pm .

3. Citizen’s Participation: na
4. Correspondence: Letters of thanks were received from Brooklyn Corrections for participating in family day, and KCS PTO for donations of theater tickets.
5. Adoption of Minutes: J. Hallbergh made the motion to accept the minutes for the March 24, 2017 meeting. J. Milliard seconds. No further discussion, passes unanimously. H. Flexer abstains.
6. Unfinished Business: 
a. Courts at Owen Bell: T. Mason reports on the status of courts at Owen Bell Park. Classic Truff was awarded the contact. The department is hopeful the project will begin by June 1, 2017. J. Hallbergh asked if the company offers a 20 year guaranty, T. Mason replied yes. 
b. Summer Brochure release: May 19th was the summer brochure release event at Owen Bell Park. T. Mason reports they had hoped to have larger attendance, however there were other events happening in the town which she felt contributed to low attendance. The Great Garage Band, The Lions, members of KBA, and several fitness instructors were also present. The department is looking at ways to change/improve the event. 

7. New Business: 

a. New Hire: Brian Chartier was hired as the new full-time crew leader/groundskeeper in the parks account. He will have 30 days to see how the job is working out before determining if it’s permanent. 
b. Theater: A. Plantier has resigned as of June 30, 2013 as Theater Manager. T. Mason discussed the direction of the theater for the upcoming year. SMARTS and Smarties program will continue for this summer. Tickets are now on sale for Lion King Jr. Two tickets will be donated to each board of recreation member interested.

c. Summer Programs: Camp Wallaby staff will be meeting with S. Rioux and the director of Eastconn  to discuss locations and space sharing at the Westfield Ave. location. 
8. Director’ s Report:

a. Camp Wallaby: Gabby LaRose is our new Assit. Director. Gabby has worked with Camp Wallaby for many years as well as other programs within the department. We are happy to have her aboard. 
b. Trips: T. Mason shared we had a recent trip to Westerly and three others are planned for the summer, Narragansett Beach, Mystic Art Show, Newport Flower Show
c. Veterans Coffee: Looking to leave the TVCCA/RSVP program due to stipulations on spending the money raised for veterans. While they are trying to have the Town sponsor them the program will remain at the center and work with the department on events and space needs. 
9. Other: C. Dunn discussed the Springfest event. Cliff feels they need additional help and even though it is not a town sponsored event he expresses the perception is the event is run by the town and specifically the recreation department.

The department has offered assistance in the way of park use permit and making sure area is clean, electricity working etc. as well as assistance in knowledge of event running. The event itself is run by a number of local volunteers who have formed a committee. Information and advertising have been forwarded to those looking to be involved in the event.
