4. Unfinished Business:
a. KCS ADA PROJECT:  (Lower Level Office Space HVAC System):
Last month PBC reached consensus to obtain a second opinion/cost estimate as a comparative number against the original contractors high estimated cost to complete the heating system.  Silver Petrucelli is working on obtaining that second estimate.  

Additionally, Mary Bromm and Mike Vassar met with Nutmeg Contractors to also review the cost of completing the current heating system and current plans associated to the lower office space.  At this time they are awaiting a cost from Nutmeg and the Silver Petrucelli contractor. 
b. KHS PUBLIC UTILITY PROJECT:  
A Town consultant has been meeting with utility companies in order to provide PBC with options of connecting public water and natural gas to High School Site.  The consultant has asked the Town to consider allowing an extension of time for discussions with the utility companies to mid-April.    

Incidentally, it was noted in the past a pressure test was done; however, the gas company is requiring a current test.  The gas company formula that would define the return on investment associated to usage has changed since the high school was constructed.  Based on school usage the costs to bring gas to the high school could be considerably lower than expected.
