1. Call to Order:  M. Phillips called the meeting to order @ 6:05.
2. Roll Call: Present: J. Hallbergh, H. Flexer, P. Fitzgerald, L.LaBerge, M. Phillips, T.Mason, M.Hayes.  Absent with notification: J. Milliard, Absent without notification: W.Bennett  Citizens present: John Hallbergh, Kevin Ide
3. Citizen’s Participation: Kevin Ide discussed how monies from the carnival have been spent by the Attawaugan Fire Department. The proceeds from the first two years were used to purchase a new Gator, and renovations to the bathrooms using the money from the third year.  
4. Correspondence: N/A
5. Adoption of Minutes: J.Hallbergh made the motion to accept the minutes for the February 2016 meeting. L. LaBerge seconds. M. Phillips and P. Fitzgerald abstain. 
6. Unfinished Business: 
a. Discussion on Owen Bell Park use for the Carnival hosted by Attawaugan Fire Department  and  in-kind services in lieu of fees for park use. J. Hallbergh shares reasons for concern with volunteers not showing up and others attending but not doing their job. T. Mason shares the need  for  clarity on volunteer responsibility and additional  communication is needed. John Hallbergh suggested things be put in writing, H. Flexer suggest the volunteers check in with whom they are volunteering for. M. Philllips agreed communication improve.  
7. New Business:

a. Red, White and Blue fireworks: Three bids were received (see attachment) for a $9000 budget. Atlas was chosen, all in agreement. 

8. Director’ s Report:

a. T. Mason introduces Alex Mercier our new Recreation Supervisor. Alex will be overseeing Camp Wallaby this year in addition to other programs.
b. Peter Rabbit Presents: Approximately 400 hundred people were in attendance. Bikes were donated by the Danielson Elks, Target, Citizen’s Bank and Killingly Parks and Recreation. The Lions were pleased to have served 100 for breakfast, which was a sell-out. 
c. April 2nd Fun Run: A. Eisley has been working with the Killingly High School Music Boosters. The race will start and end at Hygeia Reservoir. Registration will begin @ 9:00am, race 10:00am. The Project Graduation 2016 will be selling coffee and doughnuts.
d. Our spring/summer brochure is currently at the printers. We hope to have it mailed to residents by the middle of April. H. Flexer asked if the department has any thoughts on running an early morning fitness class. T. Mason explains the department has tried several times and we’ve been unable to get numbers required to run the class. M. Phillips inquired about the Davis Park Summer Concert series. All concerts have been scheduled which include the Smarts/Smarties program. John Hallbergh asked if there are any plans for events at the Water St. location. T.Mason shared there are some obstacles such as dog feces, drug paraphernalia and homelessness. Public perception as well as budgetary issues for entertainment are also factors.

10. Liaison Report: 
a. L.LaBerge reports The Conservation Commission presented its Annual Environmental Award to Linda Walden. Linda's family was in attendance and received the award. The energy company NTE Connecticut, LLC made a presentation to the town council about a potential development project off of Lake Rd. Council passed the following resolutions setting the dates, times, and places of the public hearings, the Annual Town Meeting and the adjourned Annual Town Meeting to the machine vote, to accept the $1,000,000 grant from the State of CT, to authorized submitting a Small Cities Community Development Block Grant application for a Maple Courts II rehabilitation project, to authorize discontinuation of and a limited public sale of a portion of Hutchins St., and authorized the issuance of refunding bonds. 

b. H. Flexer reports the Board of Education passed the budget for approval to the Town Council. Discussion on some changes. H. Flexer attended the Charlie Brown performance at the high school and Guys and Dolls at the Little Theatre on Broad St. Both were wonderful performances.
