1. Call to Order:  M. Phillips called the meeting to order @ 6:00PM.
2. Roll Call: Present: J. Hallbergh, H. Flexer, L.LaBerge, J. Milliard, M. Phillips , T. Mason, M. Hayes
3. Citizen’s Participation: N/A. 
4. Correspondence: A collage of thanks and positive comments for our maintenance crew regarding the dog park.   
5. Adoption of Minutes: H. Flexer made the motion to accept the minutes for the September 2016 meeting with changes to spelling of Lynne Pearson and L. LaBerge. L. LaBerge seconds. No discussion passes unanimously. 
6. Unfinished Business: 
a. PIP: T. Mason reports on the Poured in Place repairs. The cost for repairs $2600. M. Phillips asked the cost for repair to the entire area. T. Mason reports the total cost would be approximately $30,000. The lifespan is typically 8-10 years.
b.  Volunteer of the Year: Review of proclamation to be sent to town council. Two words need to be changed, otherwise the board is in agreement  it clearly states  what the award is for.  

7. New Business:

a. Board of Rec Schedule 2016: T. Mason shares we will continue the same schedule as 2016, but would like to have an additional meeting in the months of Jan/Feb.
b. Fields 101: T. Mason has been meeting with the Athletic Director of St. James and the town engineering department to discuss development of property on Rt. 101. The potential joint project could be completed in two phases. Discussion and agreements still need to be ironed out regarding resources for the development. Use of the field is a great and viable option for the town, especially recreation department, which lacks athletic field space. J. Hallbergh asked when we expect to break ground. T. Mason is currently looking this spring at the earliest,  hopeful it can be started then.

9. Other: J. Milliard inquired regarding usage of auditorium at Westfield Ave. site as well as status of the consolidation committee. T. Mason reports the recreation department has had no further discussion, since the original meetings it seems the committee may have dis-banned.  A report was given to the superintendent of schools and the chair of the board of education. Both have resigned from their positions.
10.  J. Hallbergh is chairperson of open space, just recently voted back to the position. A list of spaces have been presented however none that would serve the recreation department
11.  Liaison Report: :  Liaison Report

The Town did proclamations for three teachers of the year; Kelly Davidson for KHS, Meghan Daigle for Ellis Tech, and James Kent for St. James School. 

NTE did a presentation about the Killingly Energy Center.

There were two tie votes for setting a date for an ordinance for establishing an appointed constabulary of certified/licensed law enforcement personnel.  The dates of Jan. 11 and Nov. 8 were presented and both failed by a 4 to 4 vote.

Some end of year transfers were approved.  Money from 5 completed projects was put into the North Street Bridge Capital Project.  The State DOT shut down the pedestrian walkway.  Right now only one lane is open on this bridge.  There are stop signs at either end of the bridge.  The council voted to adopt Financial Policies for the Town of Killingly.  This will help improve the town’s bond rating.  There was a discussion on how to fill the vacant seat on the Council.  It was decided to send letters to the 120 registered Independent Party voters.  The Council will conduct interviews at their monthly special meeting and vote on a candidate at a Regular Council Meeting.
