6. Unfinished Business: 
a. Carnival update: Dates: May 6,7,8,13,14, 15, 2016. T. Mason reported a certificate of insurance has been provided. A fee of $2500.will be received from the Attawaugan Fire Department as they cannot commit to provide in-kind services.

7. New Business:

a. Outdoor Trust: T. Mason reports on the condition of the playscape ground surface at Owen Bell Park. Several companies have been contacted; resurfacing cost will be approximately $30,000 for both playscapes. M. Phillips asked if we knew the life expectancy and warranty conditions. Discussion of option repairs and the possibility of replacing the surfacing with wood chips on the smaller playscape. T. Mason discusses money for the project cannot come from capitol projects for this year, however can come from the outdoor trust.
b.   Exercise Trail: Currently there is $2000 in the exercise Trail Trust.T.  Mason discussed options for equipment to be place along the river trail. Tracy is currently researching grants available for this project.
