V. Unfinished Business:
A.
Application #16-1433 of William Menghi for a two lot subdivision with associated driveways, house and septic systems within 200’ of wetlands and watercourses, a bridge installation, and wetlands reclamation areas; Located at 476 Bailey Hill Road; GIS Map 170; Lot 12; 30 acres; Rural Development Zone.

APPLICANT PRESENTATION:  Mr. Normand Thibeault, Killing Engineering Associates, was present to represent the applicant.  He reviewed the proposed bridge construction in detail and noted this option is best suited for the surrounding property and watercourses rather than to utilize the existing drive as it would require an additional 5000 + sq/ft of disturbance to wetland soils.  Mr. Thibeault is proposing 5491 sq/ft of created wetland.  Additionally, Mr. Thibeault submitted and reviewed in detail the Soil Scientist report of Joseph Theroux dated November 30, 2016.  Mr. Thibeault noted the report indicates that proposed project design measures minimize or eliminate potential impacts to the wetlands and are adequate to protect the wetlands and watercourses provided erosion and sedimentation controls are implemented and maintained throughout the construction timeframe.
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  The Engineering Department has reviewed drainage calculation, bridge construction and driveway design. 
IWWC COMMENTS:  The Commission concurs with the overall design of this project, the driveway design, and believes construction of the bridge is better suited for this particular project, land layout, and local watercourses as it present less disturbance.

APPLICANT PRESENTATION: Mr. Michael Jannitto, Project Scientist, Woodward & Curran, was present to represent Spirol International Corporation.  An assessment has been done on the ecological condition of the Five Mile River.  It was determined there is a high level of cadmium.  A full course remediation plan has been developed and submitted to the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection.
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Proposed methods of removal were reviewed in detail.
