I. Call to Order:  Chairman Sandy Eggers called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.

II. Roll Call: Present: Ronald Dass (7:53 p.m.), Chairman Sandy Eggers, Rod Galton, Lucy Garcia, Corina Torrey.  Absent with notification: Doretha Clemon, Jasen Cusson-Malone, Fred Ruhlemann.  Also Present: Ann-Marie Aubrey Planning Director and Town Planner Eric Rumsey 
III.   Adoption of Minutes:
A. July 11, 2016 Regular Meeting:


MOTION #1  (8/1/16):  made by Ms. Torrey SECONDED BY Mr. Galton that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission adopt the Minutes of July 11, 2016 as presented

VI. Citizens’ Participation:
A. Discussion on a Connecticut Siting Council application filed by NTE Energy for a proposed 550 megawatt natural gas fired turbines facility to produce electricity for the New England grid.  The Council is responsible for balancing the need for adequate and reliable public utility services at the lowest reasonable cost to consumers with the need to protect the environment and ecology of the state.
Speaker - 1:  Voiced concerns about diesel/fuel use 365 days a year at an approximate 1,000 gal per day consumption and how this may negatively affect local wetlands and/or the aquifer.

Speaker – 2: Dan Berk, 251 Lake Road, abutter of the proposed site on the east side, submitted and presented a written position statement.  He is concerned with accepting any additional flow and decreased quality water. He voiced concerns about the local wetlands impact as a result of this project.

Speaker - 3: Sandra Bove, North Shore Road, noted DEEP is monitoring wells in the area and performing mitigation.  She voiced her concerns with the major consumption use of gas/diesel fuel and water associated to the operation of the plant and asked how best management practices will be utilized and how this would be monitored.  

Speaker - 4: Karen Johnson, 1819 Upper Maple Street submitted a written position statement.  She voiced her concerns about the sizeable lack of wetlands related information provided by NTE and how this is completely unacceptable. 
Speaker - 5: John Labelle, Island Road, voiced his concern with this type of project located in close proximity to one of Killingly’s significant natural resources - Alexander Lake.  He clarified due to the significantly large scale of this project, there is the potential for significant negative environmental impacts to this area including downstream and the surrounding wetlands/aquifer.  Additionally, information being provided by NTE lacks important and necessary details. The Town of Killingly should be applying concepts of the Plan of Conservation and Development to this project and addressing the need to protect our Natural Resources for the better health and wellness for our community.
Speaker - 6:  Richard Fedor, Pratt Road, voiced his concerns with this project in that pollution created by this operation will travel within this area across the air and into our local water bodies.
VII. Unfinished Business:
a. Application #16-1426 Robert Codding for a single lot subdivision; Located at 125 Mashentuck Road; GIS Map 174; Lot 5; 4.406 acres; Rural Development Zone.
APPLICANT PRESENTATION:  Mr. Normand Thibeault, Killing Engineering Associates, was present to represent the applicant.  He reviewed information associated to concerns discussed at the previous IWWC meeting held July 11, 2016.  He noted the NDDH approval letter and soil scientist reports have been received and submitted into the record.  It was noted the NDDH letter contained notations.  The proposed activity is within 200 feet of wetland with most of the activity is outside the 100 foot buffer except for a very small area.  

TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey noted the closest disturbance is approximately 86 feet from the edge of wetlands with the proposed septic being over 100 feet from the edge of wetlands.  Erosion and Control measures should be inspected prior to the removal of any stumps or any excavation and should also be inspected periodically throughout the project.

MOTION #2 (8/1/16):  made by Mr. Galton SECONDED BY Mr. Dass that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission approve Application #16-1426, Robert Codding as presented

b. Application #16-1427 Anthony Pellecchia for a septic system replacing an existing cesspool within 20’ of wetlands; Located at 502 Stearns Street; GIS Map 182; Lot 40; 0.49 Acre: Business Park Zone.
APPLICANT PRESENTATION:  Mr. Normand Thibeault, Killing Engineering Associates, was present to represent the applicant.  Due to the necessity to replace the existing cesspool and its close proximity to wetlands, Mr. Thibeault recommends a comprehensive wetland delineation be performed on this property.  The estimated area of disturbance is 2600 sq. ft. with an additional 600 sq. ft. during construction totaling 3200 sq. ft. of disturbance.  The Northeast District Department of Health [NDDH] approval will be required for this project as well as a higher approval within the state.  It is anticipated, this will take a considerable amount of time.
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey noted the proposed system would need to cross the intermittent stream running directly behind the existing house.  This is a considerable project in close proximity to wetlands.  Town Staff is awaiting site plan submittal and approval from the Northeast District Department of Health (NDDH).

MOTION #4 (8/1/16):  made by Mr. Dass SECONDED BY Mr. Galton that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission approve the addition of Application #16-1428 and #16-1429, #16-1430, and Discussion of Siting council application of Cellco Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless for a wireless telecommunications facility at 520 Bailey Hill Road

VII. New Business:
A. Declaratory Ruling:  Lucian Desjardin for a proposed forestry operation and improvements to an existing logging road; Located at 186 Ross Road.  

TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey noted this activity is allowed by right and that the   IWWC Regulations permit this type of use as agricultural as it pertains to farm roads.  The proposed activity meets the regulations.  Mr. Rumsey will work with the applicant to ensure best management practices are followed.

MOTION #5 (8/1/16):  made by Mr. Dass SECONDED BY Mr. Galton that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission concur with this proposal as it is “allowed by right”

B. Discussion on NTE Siting Council Application with the Town’s Consultant

TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey noted the Town of Killingly has retained Mr. Carl Stopper as a consultant for the Town of Killingly to oversee the NTE Energy Project as discussed above.  Mr. Stopper is a professional engineer with civil and environmental consulting experience specializing in analysis pertaining to power plant operations.  He noted this proposal should be viewed as a considerable project with environmental impacts.  It was noted, NTE has provided a significant lack of information relative to the size of this project and its proposed operating capacity for an Electrical Power Plant.  
Mr. Galton recommended the Commission spend additional time considering alternatives with regard to modifying the proposed location to reduce environmental impacts.  
Town of Killingly Planning and Development Director, Anne Marie Aubrey, submitted the State of Connecticut Siting council Application Guide for an Electric Generating Facility, dated June 2016.

VIII. Additional New Business:

a. Application #16-1428 Bailey Hill Management, LLC., for re-approval of applications 04-1153 and 04-1179.  

· Application #04-1153; for Phase I of the Acme Mill Development Project including 19 buildings and extension of a road within 200’ of wetlands as well as filling of a seep wetland area.  Located at 963 Bailey Hill Road; GIS Map 100 Lot 66; 56.3 acres; Mixed Use Development District.

· Application #04-1179 of Bailey Hill Management, LLC: for Phase II of the Acme Mill Development Project including 19 buildings and extension of a road within 200’ of wetlands as well as filling of a seep wetland area.  Located at 963 Bailey Hill Road; GIS Map 100 Lot 66; 56.3 acres; Mixed Use Development District.
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS: Mr. Rumsey noted there have been no major changes within IWWC regulations since these applications were submitted.
MOTION # (8/1/16):  made by Mr. Galton SECONDED BY Mr. Dass that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission table this application with a site walk scheduled for Monday August 8th, 6:00 p.m.

b. Application #16-1429 of Thomas Jarbo for a septic system replacing an existing cespool within 50’ of wetlands; Located at 1655 North Road; GIS Map 21; Lot 21; 22.61 Acres; Rural Development Zone.
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS: Mr. Rumsey noted this lot contains 22 acres with significant wetlands at approximately 80%.    Proposed septic system will be within 50 ft of wetlands.  The applicant is awaiting testing information.

MOTION # (8/1/16):  made by Mr. Dass SECONDED BY Ms. Torey that the Inland Wetland and Watercourses Commission table this application with no site walk or public hearing

c. Application #16-1430 Briarwood Associates for re-approval of application 04-1178; Application #04-1178 of Briarwood Acquisition, LLC for construction of a planned residential development within 200’ of wetlands.  The property is located at 82 and 90 Deerwood Drive, GIS Maps / Lots 138-12 and 139-50; 81.7 acres; LD Zone.
PRESENTATION APPLICANT:  Normand Thibeault, Killingly Engineering Associates, was present to represent the applicant.  He noted, this application has been before IWWC in the past, however, there is new ownership.  The previous application expired prior to work being done in the wetlands area.  There are two areas of concern: (1) connecting the two wetlands, and (2) sewer connection (tie-in) activity is adjacent to a wetlands and brook.  Seventy percent of the roads are not constructed.  The number of proposed units remains the same in this design but the configuration has changed.

d. Discussion of Siting Council Application of CELLCO Partnership d/b/a Verizon Wireless for a wireless Telecommunications facility at 520 Bailey Hill Road:
TOWN STAFF COMMENTS: Mr. Rumsey noted this is a newly proposed project with a small footprint.  There is the possibility of a lease plan.  Town Staff review is not complete.  Mr. Rumsey recommended there be consideration of potential environmental impacts, such as, if the tower were to fall and release a coolant and hydrolic fluid.
