IV.      Citizens’ Participation:
A. Discussion on a Connecticut Siting Council application filed by NTE Energy for a proposed 550 megawatt natural gas fired turbines facility to produce electricity for the New England grid.  
Speaker (1) - Ben Williams voiced his concerns about the serious and negative impacts this type of facility will have on our environment, wildlife, and citizens.  He noted he is not in favor of this proposal and IWWC should consider a rejection. 
Speaker (2) - John Sarantopoulos suggested IWWC be mindful of their charge.  Factual data is necessary and must be considered by all parties involved prior to rendering an informed decision.  The NTE energy proposal must meet all pertinent requirements of the Town of Killingly Regulations and at the same time benefit the community and generations to follow.

Application #16-1431 of Joseph Roderick for a single lot subdivision with no building taking place (conversion of an existing building to a residence to be split from existing residence); located at 856 Bailey Hill Road; GIS Map 120; Lot 16; 7.8 acres; Rural Development Zone.
APPLICANT/PRESENTATION:  Mr. Paul Archer, Archer Surveying, was present to represent the applicant.  He noted there is no activity in the upland review area and no activity proposed within wetlands.  There are two existing septic systems on this property that are capable of handling this modification.  This application is under consideration by IWWC because it is a “sub-division”.  

STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey indicated both septic systems must be shown on the plan set.
