The Executive Director informed the Board of the Small Cities Grant award on June 30, 2016 to the Killingly Housing Authority in the amount of $800,000 for rehab projects to be completed at the Maple Court II property.  She discussed the possibility of the Dept. of Housing allowing a portion of that grant to be used to supplement the expansion grant in order to go forward with that project.  In regard to previous discussions and action dealing with the eviction of tenants failing to comply with preparations for bedbug extermination, the Board’s attorney informed the Director that the State of CT does not consider bedbugs a cause for eviction.  The Director presented the Board with a report detailing the expenditure of reserves for repairs, maintenance and replacements during the period July 1, 2015 thru June 30, 2016.  These expenditures require funds to be withdrawn from savings/investment accounts in order to supplement working capital.  She requested an agenda item be added for discussion and possible action.  The Director was thanked for her report.
A motion was made by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Andrea Jacobi, to add Agenda Item 13c to discuss funding for RM&R’s.  Motion passed unanimously.
