MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

The Meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M. by Chairman Roxanne Pappas.

Ed Grandelski, Town Council Liaison, and David Griffiths, Town Council Chairman, arrived at 7:50 P.M.  Kevin Ides, Town Council Member, arrived at 8:10 PM.

It was moved by Andrea Jacobi, seconded by Philip Stedman, to approve the

 6.        The Executive Director discussed the results of the Annual Audit Report for fiscal  

 year ended June 30, 2015 prepared by Ross & Company and the fact that there were no findings.  She advised the Board to mark their calendars for the Public Hearing for our Section 8 Annual Plan to be held Apr. 5, 2016 at 1:30 P.M.  She also discussed the bid process for food service preparation and that two bids were 

received as well as one letter advising they were not interested in submitting a


bid at this time.  In addition, she updated the Board regarding the fire at Maple


Court on Feb. 24, 2016 and discussed the probable non-smoking policy she

 had distributed for consideration at the April meeting.  The Board was informed

 that Fire Marshall, Randy Burchard would address them during Citizen’s   

 Comments.  She praised the fire departments for their quick response and
 professionalism and compassion the night of the fire.  She advised that she had  

 sent letters to all of the Departments.  The Director was thanked for her report.

A motion was made by Philip Stedman, seconded by Eileen Page, to accept the Resident Service Coordinator’s reports as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion by Eileen Page, seconded by Philip Stedman, to accept the Congregate Housing Manager’s reports as written.  Motion passed unanimously.

Ed Grandelski, Town Council Liaison, reported on the progress of the Town Counsel, various proposed new projects and that the budget process had begun.  He advised that a $1,000,000 grant has been received for downtown Danielson and that the Council approved filing an application for CDBG Funding on behalf of Maple Court II.  Mr. Grandelski was thanked for his report.

Citizen’s Comments: 
Maple Court II residents Carol Charron, Jane Miller, Don Jordan, Antoinetta Baril, Lucille Caron and Lorraine Salvas all criticized the present food service
provider noting the quality of food and in some instances the quanity.  They voiced their wishes for a change.

Randy Burchard, Town of Killingly Fire Marshal, spoke to the Board regarding the fire at Maple Court on Feb. 24, 2016.  He explained that the firewalls between
each apartment stopped the fire from spreading to other apartments.  He reported the response time was approximately 8½ to 9 minutes which is time for a fire to spread very rapidly without sprinklers.  He feels smoking is an issue as this is how the Maple Court fire started.  He would like to see the Housing Authority take an active approach to either eliminating smoking in the apartments or to create a form of early detection.  Mr. Burchard was thanked for his comments.
