Finance Report

David Capacchione reported that Mary Calorio, Director of Finance, provided the Finance Report for the estimated revenues and expenditures. Revenues through the end of July are tracking quite well. Discussion ensued and there was a consensus that raising the cost of the three trip pass should be considered during the next budget cycle.

Unfinished Business
a) Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) Collection Day (Spring 2016)

David Capacchione gave a brief overview of the information included in the packets covering quantities and expenses of materials collected during the Household Hazardous Waste collection Day held on June 11 2016. Everyone agreed that the event was successful and that a letter of appreciation will be sent to Winston Averill acknowledging his efforts in scheduling and conducting the event.
There was discussion on the possibility of Killingly hosting a regional HHW collection facility. Due to liability issues not all members think this is a good idea.  David Capacchione explained that typically the host Towns experiences the highest initial collection rate at these facilities which tends to quickly drop off. Also use of these facilities by adjoining Towns is not as high as you would expect. This is mainly due to people not wanting to drive out of their way. Discussion ensued.

New Business:


a) Town wide Curbside Pickup
There was enthusiastic discussion on how best initiate the possibility of Town wide curbside pickup. The Commission felt that if the citizens understand that the transfer stations budget is supplemented by a general fund subsidy of over $200,000 they would be willing to explore more cost effective options. David Capacchione will gather more information from CCM & adjoining Towns for the September meeting. Discussion ensued.

Other Discussion Items


a) Tonnage Report
David Capacchione gave an overview of the Tonnage report.  David also discussed the TAKE 2 report showing the electronic devices, lamps etc. that are recycled under the current CT e-waste law. Discussion ensued.
David Griffiths asked for a traffic count at the transfer station to help determine which days see the most use. 

David Griffiths also asked if we could keep track of people that are turned away to possibly help reduce road side dumping of trash.
David Griffiths also asked to look into placing notice of the Solid Waste meetings in the Villager or the Norwich Bulletin.

David Capacchione discussed the upcoming transition at no longer accept cash and switch to only checks and debit /credit cards at the transfer station. This is in an effort to remove any potential risk and to simplify the accounting and book keeping process. Discussion ensued.
