1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Chairman, Gerard CinqMars called the Meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and did the roll call.

2. Citizen Participation 
Bob Loiselle, stated that is sorry to see Glen Tatro moving on to Putnam and wished him well. He welcomed Terri O’Callaghan and commented that Joe Couture would be a big help.
Glen Tatro stated that he will still be involved with Killingly, although not to the same extent. 
3. Town Council Liaison Participation

John Hallbergh, Jr. reported:
· Proclamations: Teen Dating Violence Prevention Month; National FFA Week (Feb. 21 – 28); Recreation Volunteer of the Year – Rose Bohman.
· Clean Annual Audit Report received from Mahoney Sable with no outstanding issues.

· Presentation from the Law Enforcement Strategies Commission – They came up with a low-impact plan which would be implemented over 5 to 10 years (if enacted). The plan is to get down to one Resident Trooper supervising ten trained police officers for the Town.  

· Resolution approved to transfer funds for the macerator pump.
· Resolution putting the responsibility of disbursing Library grants under the jurisdiction of the Council’s Fiscal Subcommittee.
· Resolution to accept the audit report and to reappoint Mahoney Sable for this coming fiscal year as auditor.
4. Adoption of Minutes, Regular Meeting January 20, 2016
Motion by Arlene Gauthier to adopt the Minutes of the Regular Meeting of January 20, 2016. Second by Jason Hoffman. 
Arlene Gauthier noted a correction on page 2, Item 8.a.i. – Should be Chris Pierce.

Motion carried unanimously with the above-noted correction.
5. Finance Report
a. Monthly Finance Report

Mary Calorio reported that revenues and expenditure are trending in a good path.

b. Budget Discussion

Mary Calorio reported that she and Dave Capacchione have been working on pulling together the proposed budget for 2016/2017. She explained that the format is different this year to show trending comparisons. Not proposing a sewer-user rate increase for next year primarily because there is no clear indication regarding the Clean Water Funds and when it is going to step off. She did a presentation on the 2016 – 2017 Fiscal Year Sewer Fund Budget. She explained that they are working on developing/budgeting more preventative measures rather than doing a lot of reactionary work. 
Discussion ensued.
G. CinqMars stated that they try to look at the budget as planning ahead and, while there is a surplus, should the funds not be approved, the need for replacing of important components within the Facility is still there, so he is thankful for the reserve.
6. Report of Project Manager 
Glen Tatro Reported:

· Nitrogen numbers are good for the month – 75 pounds not 53 as stated on the Nutrient Analysis Report.

· Plant has been functioning well.

Patrick McLaughlin asked about the sewer by-pass on Woodward Street. Dave Capacchione explained that a manhole got blocked and they had to cut a path to get the jet truck in to unblock it. Dave Capacchione stated that the infrastructure needs attention and problem areas need to be identified. Pat McLaughlin suggested that we camera the lines to see where sand is coming from. 
Jason Hoffman asked about Buck Street. Glen Tatro stated that it was a manhole in someone’s yard and it was all private sewer line. They did up to the where the main dead-ended. They did not do any private lines.
7. Frito-Lay Representation 
Heather Belanger reported that there were no operational issues at the facility. Glen Tatro stated that the draft permit had been received. There was discussion regarding testing for the presence of long chain fatty acids as part of the draft permit as requested by the State. Dave Capacchione will get information regarding a lab in Wisconsin.
8. Unfinished Business 
a. DEEP – Facilities Update
Dave Capacchione reported that Carlos Esguerra wants to tour the Facility and visit the Rogers Pump Station on March 3rd. He is asking for revised estimates. This shows forward progress.
b. Rogers Pump Station Update 
Dave Capacchione reported that the contract with Del-Ray has been executed. 
A pump sheared a shaft and then they were down to one pump (which is leaking and only working at 80+/- percent). New England Pump & Valve came to swap the pump out with a pump that had not run in 20+ years. There were also various power outages. They will work on getting that pump connected again. If it doesn’t work, they have to look at which of the remaining pumps is worth rebuilding to have a backup pump that is working. Parent has been contacted to do by-pass pumping or tank truck moving (if needed). 
Ed Grandelski asked about the capacity of the sump in the pump station. Dave Capacchione explained that it is a tapered vessel and he didn’t know the exact volume (it is in the report). Discussion ensued.
G. CinqMars thanked Joe Couture and his crew for a job well done.
c. Alexander Lake Pump Station
Dave Capacchione reported that they are waiting for the comminutor to come in before work starts. They will do that and the lights all at once. There was discussion.
d. Rogers Force Main Update
Dave Capacchione reported that final revisions are being made to the plans and specs. Temporary easements are drawn up and will be going to the property owners and will be put out to bid shortly. The project should go relatively quickly.
e. Sewer Easement Clearing

Dave Capacchione reported that Bob Navan was about half done when it started to snow. Now that the snow is gone, he will go back and finish. 
9. New Business 
a. Influent Pump Circuit Breaker Replacement
Dave Capacchione stated that a motion giving permission to get moving on this is needed to finalize and to have it clearly stated in the records.

Motion by Jason Hoffman, for the record, regarding the Influent Pump Circuit Breaker Replacement. Second by Ron Racine. Motion carried unanimously.

b. 18 Ware Road

Dave Capacchione stated that the owner of the property feels he should not have to pay the sewer use fee for the mobile home on the lot which is not connected to the sanitary sewer system. The property is within 200 feet. Dave Capacchione stated that the property owner would be able to tie into the existing lateral on the property because it is allowed by Ordinance. Dave suggested to him that it would be preferable to have a separate lateral. 
Discussion ensued. It was decided to take no action on this matter.

10. Correspondence 
a. Letter from CT DEEP – Frito-Lay Draft Pretreatment Permit

Dave Capacchione stated that the draft permit (dated February 2, 2016) was included in the packets to the Authority Members and that he had included comments for the Authority Members to consider. The State was looking at the BOD loadings and oil/grease. The State allowed an extension to reply with comments.

Jason Hoffman commented on the composition of oils. Heather Belanger stated that Frito-Lay uses fatty acid and will contact UCONN for testing.

There were no other comments.
11. Other – None.
12. Adjournment

Motion to adjourn by Arlene Gauthier at 7:09 p.m. Second by Jason Hoffman. Motion carried unanimously.
