MINUTES
1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Chairman, Gerard CinqMars called the Meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and did the roll call.

2. Citizen Participation 
Lois Latraverse, Island Road, asked about a new power plant that is being proposed for the Lake Road area that will use 150,000 gallons of water per day and whether the sewer authority will be able to handle the extra water.
Gerard CinqMars stated that the Authority has not discussed nor been informed of it yet.

Nelson King, Island Road, asked about gray water that will be discharged and if it will be tested before coming to the sewer plant to eliminate problems.
Gerard CinqMars stated yes. 
Dave Capacchione stated that this is in preliminary stages and he explained that anything discharged into a sewer facility would have to be permitted and monitored by the DEEP who would require a laboratory to do sampling/analysis of the discharge. The Town does not typically monitor discharge unless there are concerns. The Town works in conjunction with the industry and the State.

Discussion ensued. Jason Hoffman clarified the difference between grey water and black water.
3. Town Council Liaison Participation

John Hallbergh, Jr. reported:

· The annual Environmental Award by the Conservation Commission was awarded to the family of the late Linda Walden

· Presentation from NTE Energy, LLC regarding the proposed generation plant – 550 megawatts combined cycle, $550 million investment which has the potential to bring in large tax revenue. It is a good, clean industry for the Town and will tie into the Algonquin gas line. He provided a photo of the site for the Authority Members. There will be a public informational meeting on Tuesday, March 22nd, at 6:30 p.m., at the Golden Eagle Restaurant.

· Resolutions: 
· Times, Places, and Dates set for annual Town Meeting on the budget - First Monday in May. Town Council starts deliberating April 2nd; 
· Accept $1 million financial assistance from the State for Downtown Danielson Business District Revitalization; 
· Authorize discontinuation of a portion of Hutchins Street – to be conveyed to Eversource for their driveway; 
· Authorized refinance of the Town debt – savings of $450,000.00.

4. Adoption of Minutes, Regular Meeting February 17, 2016
Motion by Arlene Gauthier to adopt the minutes of Regular Meeting of February 17, 2016. Second by Jason Hoffman. Motion carried unanimously (5-0).
5. Finance Report

a. Monthly Finance Report – Mary Calorio explained that many expenditures are showing 100% expended – due to transfers into the general fund and reimbursing the general fund for sewer expenses. Revenue, so far, is in line. 
Gerard CinqMars asked if there is still no increase for next year. Mary Calorio explained that it would not be necessary as there was only a small change (5% increase under property insurance) to the budget that was presented last month. 
6. Report of Project Manager 
Joe Couture reported:

· Operator’s Verification Form submitted to DEEP to allow someone to sign and submit paperwork for Net DMR. The Form has been submitted again for Joe Couture as Lou Chartier will be retiring.
· Joe Couture and Dave Capacchione were on the Channel 8 news regarding wet wipes that are advertised as flushable.
· Seventeen alarms due to power outage.
· #2 Pump at Rogers has been repaired. 
· Nitrogen up a little from last month, but still below allowance. Aarron’s Associates tweaked valves so nitrogen may be even lower this month.

· Phosphorus level dropped, so still below seasonal average.
7. Frito-Lay Representation 
Heather Belanger reported that there were no operational issues at the facility to report. 
Dave Capacchione asked if she had heard anything on the Permit yet. Heather Belanger said that she sent the comments back to DEEP, but has not heard back yet. 

Arlene Gauthier asked if UCONN got water samples for testing for fatty acid content. Heather Belanger stated that they had not.
8. Unfinished Business 
a. Budget Discussion
Mary Calorio stated that the property insurance change had been discussed earlier and that there is no change to the rates. She stated that the Authority could act by recommending that the budget be presented to Town Council in April.
Motion by Patrick McLaughlin to recommend the budget as presented to Town Council. Second by Jason Hoffman. Motion carried unanimously (5-0).
b. DEEP – Facilities Update
Dave Capacchione stated that there was correspondence/information included in the packets to the Authority Members. He provided copies of the Draft Priority Points List from DEEP and reported that, according to a conversation/e-mail from Carlos Esguerra on March 10th, things are looking promising at this point. They are anticipating funding the upgrades to the Facility for the fiscal year 2017 construction season. Still working out the details to enter into the agreement for design with Wright-Pierce. 
Ed Grandelski asked if any plans need to be changed due to capacity regarding the proposed generation plant’s 150,000 gallons per day. Dave Capacchione stated that he thinks there is capacity (unless there is some strange loading) but, it is tough to be sure at this time. He feels they would probably be discharging less than half that amount to the Facility. Patrick McLaughlin stated that the Facility plan allows for growth.
Discussion ensued.

Dave Capacchione stated that they had also applied for I & I (inflow & infiltration) replacement of sewer lines. He explained that although, over 10 miles of sewer line have been replaced through the USDA Project (which were identified as the worst lines by Wright-Pierce in their inflow and infiltration study), there are still sewer lines that are 100 years old. 
c. Rogers Pump Station Update 
Dave Capacchione reported that the contract has been signed with Del-Ray. Construction will start shortly. The time frame for the Project is 460+ days.
d. Alexander Lake Pump Station Update
Dave Capacchione spoke with R.H. White and the comminutor is six weeks out from delivery. When it comes in, they will do the lights and the comminutor all at one time.
e. Rogers Force Main Update
Dave Capacchione reported that the Project is out to bid. They are working with property owners on obtaining temporary construction easements – of the three properties; they have obtained two signatures so far.
f. Sewer Easement Clearing

Dave Capacchione reported that it is completed.
9. New Business – None.
10. Correspondence 
a. email from Craig Motasky
Dave Capacchione stated that they have no issues with what is proposed as Plant Operators. When Lou Chartier retires, they will need to be notified again.
b. email from Carlos Esguerra

Dave Capacchione stated that they were included in the packets to the Authority Members.

c. Memo to Carlos Esguerra

Dave Capacchione explained that a life cycle cost analysis of the incinerator building was included in the packets to the Authority Members. The analysis indicated a wash between either, demolishing the incinerator building and installing centrifuges and equipment to haul cake, or to leave the incinerator building and haul liquid loads. Carlos Esguerra toured the Facility and hopefully the DEEP will agree that it needs to be demolished. 
Discussion ensued.

d. Nitrogen Credit Predictions

Dave Capacchione stated that the list was included in the packets to the Authority Members and he thanked United Water/Suez for their hard work in getting the nitrogen down as low as it is. This year, Killingly is selling nitrogen credits for $730.00. The projection is to pay $3,000.00 per year for the next two years.

11. Other 
· Dave Capacchione stated that he and Joe Couture spoke on News Channel 8 and Gerard CinqMars spoke on News Channel 10 regarding wet wipes that are advertised as flushable. There are several class-action lawsuits around the Country and there is a need to consider whether to join. Discussion ensued.
· Jason Hoffman recommended that something be done for to commemorate Lou Chartier’s retirement.

12. Adjournment
Motion by Arlene Gauthier to adjourn at 6:54 p.m. Second by Ronald Racine. Motion carried unanimously
