1. Call to Order and Roll Call – Chairman, Gerard CinqMars called the Meeting to order at 6:00 p.m. and did the roll call.

2. Citizen Participation 
Patrick McLaughlin commended Joe Couture and the Young Marines for the great job they did cleaning up the River Trail over the weekend.
3. Town Council Liaison Participation

John Hallbergh, Jr. reported on the April 12, 2016 Town Council Meeting:

· Proclamations: Earth Day 2016; Arbor Day 2016; Fair Housing Month; National Community Development Week.
· WPCA budget presentation by Gerard CinqMars and Dave Capacchione.
· Registrars presentation regarding two polling places: New High School and the BOE Administration Building on Westfield Avenue.

· Resolutions: 
· Appoint the new Assessor, Paul Hopkins; 
· Implement a modified staffing plan; 

· Appoint Travis Sirrine as Director of Highway Operations;
· Extend sunset date of the Special Commission on Consolidation of Services to June 30, 2018;

· Budget transfer up to $48,974.00 from Winter Maintenance to Highway Department;
· Three-year agreement for janitorial services for Town Hall, Community Center and Library;
· Set Public Hearing and Special Town Meeting for the sale of a discontinued portion of Hutchins Street that Eversource uses as a driveway.

· 2016-2017 Sewer Fund Budget was approved;

· Starting discussions on the report from the Commission on Law Enforcement Strategies to hire two Constables per year for the next five years, eventually reducing the number of State Troopers down to one.
4. Adoption of Minutes, Regular Meeting March 16, 2016
Motion by Arlene Gauthier to adopt the minutes of Regular Meeting of March 16, 2016. Second by Jason Hoffman. 
There was discussion regarding the incorporation of the Motion Page.

Arlene Gauthier noted a correction to Page 4, #11, second bullet, should read: Jason Hoffman recommended that something be done “to” commemorate Lou Chartier’s retirement.
Motion carried unanimously with the correction (5-0).
5. Finance Report

a. Monthly Finance Report – Dave Capacchione stated that Mary Calorio had provided the Report which was included in the packets to the Authority Members. At this time, things are tracking as anticipated and there is nothing out of the ordinary for this time of the year.
Gerard CinqMars stated that a budget presentation had been made to the Council.
6. Report of Project Manager 
John Marcin reported:

· Terri O’Callaghan and Glen Tatro were both unable to attend due to deaths in their families.
· There was trouble with trickling filters, two by-passes with overflow during the month on the same day. There was no discharge to the River (everything was contained on-site), only some puddling on the baseball field which they cleaned up and put lime down. It was reported to the State. Joe Couture is working on ideas to put an alarm in that trickling filter. There was discussion. 
· Nitrogen and phosphorous numbers are in good shape. They will start chlorination on May 1st.

Ed Grandelski asked if there are fines for the overflows. There were no violations or fines issued.

Patrick McLaughlin asked if any sewer lines had been jetted and if the truck was down. There were photos of their new jet truck in the packets. It has 500 feet of hose and a camera. 
7. Frito-Lay Representation 
Heather Belanger was absent with notification.
8. Unfinished Business 
a. DEEP – Facilities Update
Dave Capacchione stated that Killingly made the Priority Points List and he has been in contact with Carlos Esguerra and Chris Pierce from Wright-Pierce. To date, they have not accepted the Facilities Plan, but Dave hopes that Carlos’ attention will be directed toward Killingly once he finishes the project he is presently working on. Dave explained that if they don’t approve the Facilities Plan or give authorization to go to design, we can’t implement any changes to the Facility. They need to approve any work (process changes) in order to qualify for funding. There was discussion.
b. Rogers Pump Station Update 
Dave Capacchione reported that they are going forward with submittals. He had a conference call with Del-Ray and Wright-Pierce yesterday. Initial work will be on temporary electrical service and is anticipated within the next month (provided Eversource cooperates).
c. Alexander Lake Pump Station Update
Dave Capacchione reported that, if all goes according to plan, they will begin work next Wednesday and it is anticipated to take two-to-three weeks.
d. Rogers Force Main Update
Dave Capacchione reported that the bid tabulation is included in the packets to the Authority Members. Hemlock Construction Co. was the low bidder, but upon further review of the bids, it was found that they did not comply with the front loading requirements in the contract (2.5% maximum). Wright-Pierce is reviewing the bid documents.
All, but one, temporary construction easements are in place. The two attorneys are speaking with each other. No information has come back.
9. New Business – None.
10. Correspondence 
a. Memo from Betsey Wingfield
Dave Capacchione stated that this is a follow-up to last month’s discussion on nitrogen credits. He anticipates receiving about $730.00.
b. Wendy Briere, 5 Boys Avenue
Dave Capacchione explained that in 2014, the homeowner renovated the duplex to a single family (paid building permits and did the work according to the requirements). This was confirmed by the Assessor, but the paperwork was never filed. Ms. Briere was pre-occupied with her husband’s illness and just noticed this year that the bill was high. She is requesting either a rebate or that it be applied to future years’ sewer rates. There was a letter from Ms. Briere included in the packets to the Authority Members.
There was discussion. It was decided that Dave Capacchione will gather more information to present for discussion at next month’s meeting.
11. Other 
a.  Connecticut Association of WPCA’s 2016 Spring Workshop and Annual Meeting


Gerard CinqMars stated that it will be held at the Aqua-Turf and that attendance is worthwhile.

Dave Capacchione stated that Al Weiss had come into the office regarding an abatement/reduction in fees for his apartment buildings on Route 101 (due to vandalism). Mr. Capacchione’s recommendation is to look at them (how many units) to see that they are being assessed/billed in accordance with the current Regulations. If Mr. Weiss does not want to continue paying the fees, the only solution is to disconnect. The Authority Members were in agreement to be consistent with what is done for other property owners.
12. Adjournment
Motion by Arlene Gauthier to adjourn at 6:39 p.m. Second by Jason Hoffman. Motion carried unanimously
