4. New Business

a. Acquisition of Agricultural Science and Technology Educational Equipment

Superintendent of Schools, Mr. Kevin Farr, and Mr. Ken Couture, Vo-Ag Coordinator, were present to discuss their request to apply for a State grant for technology equipment for the Killingly Vocational and Agricultural Education Program.  The State of Connecticut periodically places equipment purchases related to vocational and agricultural education programs available under grants.

The proposed equipment includes a 14 passenger activity bus, 40 laptop computers, a computer storage and charging cart, and a walk-in floral cooler.  Total anticipated costs are $120,000.  The State grant would provide 80% of the total cost with the remaining 20% designated as a local match.  The 2016-2017 budget includes funds that would cover the 20% local match. 
The grant application request has been previously reviewed and approved to move forward by the Board of Education and Town Council.  The request for equipment is considered school construction and therefore must come before the Permanent Building Commission for approval.

The Commission recommended it may be more efficient to have the Architect/Engineer develop and provide a project scope for the design of a photovoltaic system prior to moving forward with structural inspections and analysis of the existing roof design.
The Commission also discussed the need for a qualified person(s) to be assigned to oversee the project in the Towns best interest and the need to define who would be responsible for liabilities of loss.
