b) Fire District: The second week of October is Fire Prevention Week and the fire departments will be handing out approximately 1300 coloring books and crayons to Pre-K thru fourth grade students.

c) Fire Marshal: Randy Burchard informed us that the mill on Maple Street will be down by mid-November. The burned out house across from the mill is in legal negotiations presently before it can be demolished.
