1. Call to order

4. Citizen Participation and Correspondence

Town Council Chairman David Griffiths suggested that the drug drop off box located in the lobby at Troop D should be advertised. I told him I would BLOG it on the Resident Trooper website for the Town of Killingly.
5.  Public Safety Updates
a) Resident State Trooper:  TFC Esposito remarked the homeless people already inhabit the amphitheater area. During the day they can sit in David Park and most return to the shelter in the evening. The shelter is no longer “dry”, which means you can be intoxicated and stay there.
b) Fire District: Bruce Cooper said outside fire training will begin within the next few weeks. The annual ladder inspection has been completed.
c) Fire Marshall: Randy Burchard expressed that the fire danger was high. Everyone is cleaning up there yards and burning. His office has been involved in recent “hoarding” complaints. The stats are saying that every .4 of a mile there is a hoarding problem.
d) Ambulance:  Randy Daggett told us that the decision from DPH denied the town its own paramedic service. A new ambulance was put in service two weeks ago. It is a 2016 model, red and white at a cost of $180,000, paid in full from funds accumulated. Approximately every three years a new ambulance is purchased. There are three crews/three ambulances in service at all times in town.

8. Council Member Reports 
 David Griffiths said they are communicating with other towns that have   surveillance cameras in their downtown areas, as to its feasibility for Main Street.
