5.  Public Safety Updates
a) Resident State Trooper:  TFC Esposito spoke of the drug bust on Main Street last week that netted 600 bags of heroin. They are also planning to have ten plain clothes troopers to infiltrate the trouble areas on Main Street once a month. Jim Mercurio also requested that they attend the Monday breakfasts, the Wednesday lunches or the dinners on the 3rd, 4th and 5th Fridays of the month at the Danielson Methodist Church, where they feed many residents who participate in illegal recreational activities. 
b) Fire District: The Dayville Fire Training Facility is in full swing. Hose testing will begin in July.
c) Fire Marshal: Randy Burchard expressed his concern with the many brush fires that are occurring. He went over the two policies that exist in Killingly regarding open burning. 1) The borough has NO open burning w/o the Fire Chief Jerry Marcheterres approval. 2) The remainder of Killingly falls under DEP regulations which is basically 100 feet from trees and 50 feet from a dwelling. A $5 permit is required with inspection of the sight. These requests are made through the dispatch center.
d) Ambulance: No one was in attendance, however, Tammy Wakefield attended the Statewide EMS subcommittee on 04/19/16. She compared KB ambulance with other agencies represented and expressed how fortunate we are to be serviced by KB for their provision of continuity of care.

On 4/25/16, six members of the Town Council toured Troop D.  Lt Madden answered their questions and stated that he or the Town Manager can assign bike and foot patrols for the Resident Troopers.
