1. Call to order

Chairperson, Fred Gillette called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

4. Citizen Participation and Correspondence

Unknown resident complained about fire pits, (which are illegal in the Borough and permits are needed in the remaining town areas with the exception of burning vegetation.); vehicles passing school buses (he was advised that the troopers need a description of the vehicle and a registration number) and the unavailability of the dog warden to respond to dog bites. (He was advised that troopers do not carry nets to trap a dog nor can they shoot a dog.)
5.  Public Safety Updates
a) Resident State Trooper:  TFC Esposito said they did a warrant sweep resulting in five arrests.
b) Fire District: All Killingly Departments participated in Fire Prevention Week. With cold weather commencing, indoor training will start. Firefighter I and II training is presently being held at the Training Center. Departments are allowed a total of 40 members and 15 reserves.
c) Fire Marshal: Randy Burchard was not in attendance.
d) Ambulance: Randy Daggett explained that a new RFP (Request For Proposal) for the paramedic contract is due November 24th. If a new study was done it would cost the Town $20 to $25,000. The other idea is to pull out of NECOGG and run the service just for Killingly.
