1. Town Open Space / Inventory of Potential Properties for Open Space Preservation – Barry Espeseth was present.  He is the steward of the Jacques Road and Henry Road properties.  He was given a copy of maps of the properties that he is steward of.  Adjacent to the 34 acres the Frimax people own is a 25 acre parcel that is also owned by Frimax.

3. 2017-18 Budget Request – The commission received a budget request written by Donna.  Sean put into the budget for $3000, an increase of $1500 over the previous year.
