MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING 

The Meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Chairman Andrea Jacobi.

by the Small Cities Grant and advised that Mary Bromm would provide additional information.  She notified the Board of the approved request for reimbursement of architectural fees from the State of CT, DOH in the amount of $25,469.  She also informed the Board of the recent elevator break-down and the response time for repairs by Otis Elevator.  There is an agenda item dealing with this situation.  The Director was thanked for her report.
A motion was made by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page to suspend the rules and allow Mary Bromm, Administrator of Community Development to report on the status of the on-going rehab work covered by the Small Cities Grant.  Motion passed unanimously.  Ms. Bromm reported that by the end of November 
the project will be substantially complete.  The next projects to be completed are the air handlers, fire panels, exterior and interior automatic doors consisting of a card system and handicapped apparatus, new flooring in the main entrance, lobby and lower entrance.  In addition, a chair lift will be installed in late January and an upgrade to the elevator.  If funding is available for a larger update to the elevator, that will be completed also.  The Administrator of Community Development was thanked for her report.

mended by Otis, Eileen Page made a motion, seconded by Robert Loiselle, to provide funding not to exceed $8,000 from our working capital to supplement CDBG Funds to allow for a more extensive upgrade than originally planned.  Motion passed unanimously.
