c.  A motion was made by Eileen Page, seconded by Michael Moran to suspend      

     the rules to allow Mary Bromm and Donald Chatelle to address the Board

     regarding the discussion pertaining to the application for a Small Cities Grant

     for renovations to Birchwood Terrace.  Motion passed unanimously.

     Mary Bromm, Killingly’s Administrator of Community Development 
     explained the procedures and time frame for applying for a Small Cities Grant.  
     The application is due April 12, 2019 with other submissions and public   

     hearings being required prior to that date. Timing is a matter of extreme 

     importance.

     Donald Chatelle, Housing Authority Maintenance Supervisor, expressed his    

     concerns regarding the condition of the roofs at Birchwood Terrace and also 
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     the difficulty the residents have with the present windows. He also explained
     that if a grant was not received, replacing the roofs would be a financial 

     hardship.

     Carol Greene, Executive Director, explained to the Board that the expenditure

     of $20,100 to purchase mandated plans and specs for the grant application was    

     somewhat of a gamble.  It is possible that Killingly not be chosen as a 

     recipient of a grant, although if that is the case; the plans and specs could be 

     used in the following round of grants.
     Motion by Eileen Page, seconded by Michael Moran to authorize the   
   

     Executive Director to expend $15,000 from the Bank Hometown Laundry

     Account and $5,100 from the checking account to pay J Associates Architects

     for plans and specs necessary to proceed with a Small Cities Grant Application

     for renovations at Birchwood Terrace consisting of the following:


Concrete sidewalk repairs


Replacement of Vinyl Siding on all buildings


Replacement of asphalt shingle roof system on all buildings


Replacement of windows with vinyl triple-glazed casement


    Windows with a fixed transom on top


Replace all dwelling unit exterior doors with energy efficient doors


Replace all dwelling unit storm doors


Replace all Community Room exterior doors with energy efficient doors


Replace the VCT flooring within certain dwelling units with the


     Repaired floor slab.
