#3-2016 creating smoke-free housing for Maple Courts Elderly, Birchwood Terrace Elderly and Maple Courts II to become effective September 30, 2016: 
RESOLUTION #3-2016

June 21, 2016

Certified a true copy of a resolution duly adopted by the Housing Authority of the Town of Killingly, herein called the Authority, at their meeting on June 21, 2016.  This resolution has not been rescinded or modified in any way.

Whereas, the Killingly Housing Authority owns and operates Maple Courts Elderly Complexes located at 620 Upper Maple Street, Danielson, CT and Birchwood Terrace Elderly Complex located at 41 Birchwood Terrace, Danielson, CT and

Whereas, Environmental Tobacco Smoke (ETS) can migrate between units in multifamily housing, potentially contributing to respiratory illness, heart disease, cancer, and other adverse health effects in neighboring families, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) is encouraging PHAs to adopt non-smoking policies.  HUD now requires PHAs to encourage non-smoking in public housing by promoting non-smoking policies in some or all of their public housing units.

Whereas, by reducing the public health risks associated with tobacco use, this policy will enhance the effectiveness of the federal and local efforts to provide increased public health protection for residents of public housing.  Smoking prevention is also an important method to reduce fires and fire-related deaths and injuries in public housing where even one incident puts all residents at risk.

Whereas, there is no safe level of exposure to secondhand smoke, and the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE) bases its ventilation standards on totally smoke-free environments.  Furthermore, ASHRAE has determined that there is currently no air filtration or other ventilation technology that can completely eliminate all the carcinogenic components in secondhand smoke and recommends that indoor environments be smoke-free in their entirety.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Commissioners of the Killingly Housing Authority adopts a smoke-free housing policy, which applies to the residential properties identified above which they own and manage to be effective September 30, 2016.     Roll call vote as follows:

Motion passed unanimously.

c.  Motion by Eileen Page, seconded by Andrea Jacobi, to approve the Smoke-Free Housing Timeline and Resident Notification letter.  The motion passed unanimously.

d.  Motion by Andrea Jacobi, seconded by Eileen Page, to approve the “Public Housing Non-Smoking Lease Agreement Addendum”.  Motion passed unanimously.

e.  A discussion took place regarding the estimate submitted by Nuttall Electric LLC in the amount of $14,175.00 to complete the addition of blue strobe lights at Maple Court Elderly’s nine buildings to differentiate between “call for aid” and fire alarm indication per the directive of the Town of Killingly Fire Marshall.  Another quote was received from Paquette Electric Co., Inc. for a very sophisticated wireless system in the amount of $230,000.00.  A motion was made by Andrea Jacobi, seconded by Philip Stedman, to accept the estimate from Nuttall Electric LLC for complete installation.   Roll call vote as follows:

f.  An estimate of cost for the installation of two automatic, handicapped door- 

openers was received from J Associates Architects in the amount of $10,913.50 for the Birchwood Terrace Elderly Project.  A motion was made by Philip 

Stedman, seconded by Eileen Page, to postpone the purchase.  Due to other mandated, costly repairs and replacements, it is not fiscally feasible to purchase and install them at this time.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion by Andrea Jacobi, seconded by Eileen Page, to approve payment
            of  May, 2016 bills numbered 38063 through 38147, EFT and EFTPS for       


 Maple Court and Birchwood Terrace and bills numbered 10721 through 10746   

 for Maple Court II.  Motion passed unanimously.
h.  Motion by Philip Stedman, seconded by Andrea Jacobi, to enter into Executive Session at 8:05 P.M. for the purpose of discussing possible eviction proceedings.  Motion passed unanimously.
