She reported that 
Shoreline Restoration, the roofing contractor for Birchwood Terrace, will begin 
the project within the next two weeks.  A discussion took place with Mr. 
Grandelski regarding the notice of a 43% increase in the sewer charges for y/e 
6/30/20 over y/e 6/30/19.  She spoke to her future plan for lessening visitor 
restrictions and the out-sourcing of the initial cleaning of the 43 apartments at 
Maple 
Court II prior to reinstating the in-house cleaning by staff.  The Director 
was thanked for her report.

Town Council Liaison’s Report:  Mr. Grandelski reported various actions taken

by the Town Council over the last few months such as the passing of the Town 


and Board of Education budgets, changes in Town ordinances and the funding of 


$16.5 million for the replacement of KMS’s portable classrooms.  Ed was thanked


for his report.

Louise LaBelle, a resident of Maple Courts II, issued her complaints regarding 
how slow the chairlift operates if the elevator is down, the absence of 
emergency lighting within the apartments regardless of the fact that a generator in 
the building keeps all of the common areas lit and that she believes that the 
Housing Authority should buy flashlights for all the residents.  In addition, she 
expressed her feelings that “special” diets should be offered to congregate
residents.  It was explained that this particular service would require the 
employment of a dietician which would raise rents considerably and the facility is 
not a convalescent home or assisted living facility.
