In addition to the Executive Director’s written report, she informed the Commissioners that payment had not been received from CHFA for the 
Birchwood Terrace roof project contractor.  She has been informed by CHFA that it is being processed.  Installation of gutters on all five buildings remain to be completed.  She reported that the insurance carrier for the property insurance had provided an explanation for the extreme increase in the premium for the policy period 7/1/21-7/1/22.  It basically is due to the loss history which reflected a fire at Birchwood Terrace and another at Maple Courts that occurred in the early 2000’s.  In addition, the replacement value of all buildings was increased to reflect the current value.  She indicated that she is attempting to obtain quotes from other carriers although the loss history will be a determining factor.  She also reported 
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dissatisfaction with the present food service provider and is considering looking for some type of alternative to the present situation.  The Director was thanked for her Report.
