 6.        The Executive Director discussed the large number of vacancies the Housing    

            Authority is experiencing at the Maple Courts Elderly complex with six residents  

            moving over the last 6 – 8 weeks.  Most of them were admitted to either 

            convalescent or assisted living facilities. She brought the Board up to date 
            regarding the Maple Court II expansion project and the fact that she and Mary 

            Bromm met with State Representative Rovero to discuss the urgency for DOH 

            to move quickly to allow the Housing Authority to secure additional funds to 

            move forward with the expansion, as the low bid expires August 19th.  A motion    

            was made by Robert Loiselle, seconded by Eileen Page, to suspend the rules to          

            allow Mary Bromm to update the Board further on this situation.  The motion  

            passed unanimously.  Ms. Bromm reiterated what the Director had informed them

            but in addition advised the Board that if they took action to abort the expansion       

            project, as being discussed; the Housing Authority would be financially 

            responsible to reimburse the State all of  the funds that have been expended to 

            date from the grant proceeds.  This amounts to approximately $112,000.  Both 

            Ms. Bromm and Mrs. Greene requested the Board wait another month before 

terminating the project.  Ms. Bromm recommended using the Small Cities Grant 

in the amount of $800,000 as originally planned for Maple Courts II rehab 

projects and requesting DOH find another $500,000 to fund the shortage for the 

expansion. The Director and Community Development Administrator were 
thanked for their report.
