TOWN STAFF COMMENTS:  Mr. Rumsey noted this application is a renewal of a previously proposed two-lot subdivision.  This proposal includes one house to be constructed on each new lot with a shared driveway and demolition of the existing house and outbuildings on site.  There is no activity proposed within 100’ feet of the edge of wetlands with the exception of the reserve septic system on Lot 13.1 that is approximately 80’ from the edge of wetlands.
