A PUBLIC HEARING and SPECIAL TOWN MEETING of the Town Council shall be held, pursuant to Sections 506 and 1008 of the Killingly Town Charter, in the Town Meeting Room of the Killingly Town Hall, 172 Main Street in Killingly, Connecticut, on Tuesday the 12th day of June 2018 at 7:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m., respectively, at which time interested persons shall be heard upon the following proposed ordinance:
AN Ordinance authorizing the sale of Town property at 
44 Pleasant view drive
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF KILLINGLY that the Town Manager is hereby authorized to sign and execute a quit claim deed and such other documents as may be needed to convey, subject to a perpetual open space restriction or conservation easement, the Town-owned real estate at 44 Pleasant View Drive, said property being 5.4+/- acres of undeveloped land, to William and Cheryl Desjardin of 36 Pleasant View Drive, pursuant to the bid of $8001 for said purchase as submitted on April 27, 2018. 

The Special Town Meeting was called to order at 8:00 p.m. by Jonathan Cesolini, Council Chairman.  Elizabeth M. Wilson, Town Clerk read the call.  The meeting was videotaped for public access on Channel 22.

Motion made by Lynn Laberge, seconded by Ed Grandelski, to nominate Jonathan Cesolini for Moderator.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Motion made by Ed Grandelski, seconded by Kevin Kerttula to close nominations.  Motion passed unanimously by voice vote.

Moderator Jonathan Cesolini explained to procedure that registered voters, who are U.S. citizens and who are at least 18 years of age, as well as those residents who are registered voters, but own property assessed at $1000.00 or more on the October 2017 Grand List, will have an opportunity to speak and/or vote upon the proposed Ordinance.
