a.  Discussion of hydraulic fracking waste ordinance

Ms. Pratt brought two sample ordinances—Windsor and Windham.  It was agreed by the sub-

committee that the Windsor ordinance would serve as the best template, with the addition of some specific penalty language, which Ms. Pratt provided.  It was agreed that the ordinance, if adopted, would be best placed as Article IV of Chapter 8 Garbage, Trash, and Refuse.  The Town Manager will craft the ordinance, and it will be submitted to the Council for a public hearing and adoption as part of the comprehensive Code amendment/update project.  Motion by Mr. Griffiths to submit the ordinance to the Council, with a recommendation to adopt.  Second by Mr. Alemian.  Motion carried unanimously.
b.  Review of all proposed changes to the Code
Members reviewed all proposed changes to the code.  Some additional clarifications and changes were made. The Town Manager will update the redlined document.  Motion by Mr. Alemian to forward the proposed changes to the Council for introduction and a public hearing, with a recommendation that the Council approve the publication of the Code in summary form for the required notice of a public hearing on the amendments.  Second by Mr. Griffiths.  Motion carried unanimously.  While the notice publication will be in summary form, the full redlined document will be available/provided to the public for inspection, in accordance with CGS Section 7-157.
